Glorious 40s Tomatin 1965, 42yo
Cask# 20947
Alc/vol 46.6%
Colour Amber
Nose Spearmint and toffee with strawberries

Flavour Spicy with apples and cranberries with a 
touch of aged leather

Finish Becoming creamy then dry, very long lasting
Comments A grand old dame, very enjoyable

Rare Auld Caperdonich 1968, 39yo
Cask# 2610
Alc/vol 51.8%
Colour Warm Gold
Nose Sweet, lots of green notes, very fresh, pears 

and apple skins and maybe gooseberries
Flavour More pear like notes, a touch of cinnamon 

and a hint of violets. Really thick and chewy
Finish Long syrupy fruity notes with a touch of fresh 

mint and a hint of nettles!
Comments A picnic whisky! Pack up go outside and sit 

in the sun!

Rare Auld Imperial, 1990, 18yrs
Cask# 358
Alc/vol 52.20
Colour Sparkling Gold
Nose Big and powerful, lots of vanilla, really 

creamy, cherry yoghurt and kiwi fruit. 
Flavour Zingy oranges to start the creaminess 

builds along with tropical fruits. A real fruit 
explosion like an old fashioned sweet shop

Finish Custard creams to start and fading to 
lemon sherbet

Comments Vanilla Ice cream with vanilla custard with 
pouring cream on top! WOW what a dram!

Lonach Glen Grant Sherry 1969, 39yo
Cask# Na
Alc/vol 51.7%
Colour Polished Copper
Nose Tingly sherbert, plums. Definitely red fruits 

with sherry overtones
Flavour Red and black fruitella sweets. A big dram, 

edges towards creaminess and hints of  
parma violets

Finish This dram clings to the side of your mouth, 
leaving a hint of oak and darker sherried notes

Comments Glen Grant with a dark side!

Cask# Na
Alc/vol 46.00
Colour Strong gold
Nose Opal fruits, juicy citrus fruits and strawberries
Flavour Remarkably smooth, very fresh, more red 

fruits with sprinkled sugar, mocha notes  
round it off

Finish Long lasting finish, holds at front of the mouth
Comments Amazing depth for its age, like anything well 

bred, its beauty defies its age!

NC2 Glenallachie 1995, 12yo
Cask# Na
Alc/vol 46.00
Colour Buttercup
Nose Melon and pears and wet meadows
Flavour Dances in the mouth, bursts of more tropical 

fruit but woody orchard notes too
Finish Short creamy finish
Comments Exciting to taste, surprises after a calm nose
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
